- a second language which could be the mother tongue of 
the pupil away from his home country. 

- Mathematics, compulsory for all, but this may be taken 
at a subsidiary level for students who find this ~. problem. 

~	 a study of man such as geography, history, economics. 
social anthropology, psychology etc . 

- an experimental science such as physics, chemistry, 
biology etc. 

- a sixth subject which may be music, one of the plastic 
arts, a third language, another subject from the study 
of man, another sCience, higher mathematics or the 
school's own approved course of study. Marine biology, 
Film making, and Business Studies are among .the 
courses which have been approved for some schools. 

Of the above six subjects; three must - be taken. at a 
higher level and three at a subsidiary level for a full diploma. 
Students may alternatively choose to take individual· ~ubject 

certificates. While the content· of .the higher level courses is 
sufficient to prepare for university work, the aim is a sense of 
the experimental method, not detailed knowledge of content. 

There are two other significant requirements. One is that 
students must spend the equivalent of one afternoon a week 
on a creative or cultural activity: for these activities an in­
ternal assessment and details of the courses are submitted by 
the school. The other requirement is a course in the Theory of 
Knowledge. The aim of this course is to enable the student 
to integrate questions and reflect on what he has learnt. The 
course is best taught by a team, preferably tl:le teachers taking 
the core subjects. Who is better than the mathematician, 
scientist or historian to reflect on the work in his own field, 
methods used, evolution of ideas etc? The students may c~me

to question the basis of mathematical 'truth' or foundations of 
political judgement, or the effect on his personal outlook of 
morals or religion. 

What of the exams? While there is a worldwide herid 
away from traditional once-and-for-all examinations, places for 
higher education are still limited and certain professions 
demand entrance qualifications, 

The IBO has developed a variety of exa,mination techniques 
including· internal as'sessment which has 'a significant part in 
the overall result. The first language includes a written 
paper as well as a face to face examination where the examiner 
may probe for example the depth of understanding in the 
literature course. Some examS include cassette orals where 
the student must give oral answers to writt~n questions. There 
are also multiple choice papers which check that the syllabus 
has been adequately covered. ,In several higher level subjects 
an extended essay or piece of fieldwork in geography, or a 
detailed study of a text in literature or a short story or play 
may be required. Film loops are being tried for science practic­
al exams. 

The UNESCO General Conference last November adopted 
a resolution, proposed by Tanzania among oHlers,· des'igned to 
give the IB official international status. This will bring to an 
end the trial period during which the number of candidates 
and participating schools has been strictly limited. 

In 1974 only 1000 students from 72 nationalities sat for the 
exams, and the IB qualification was then accepted, by univerit­
ies in 37 countries. More International Schools will now join 
the project as well as some developing countries which want 
international recognition for their upper second~ry courses 
without being tied to the French, British or American systems. 

We at ISM are honoured to be associated with this exciting 
development in educa'fion, We believe that our first 9 graduat­
ing students from 6 nations will leave us with a sound academic 



foundation, a good understanding of their host continent and a
 
respect, sensitivity and tolerance for others. They will be
 
among the first truly international citizens - an example to
 
all of us as we look towards the last two decades of the twentieth
 
century.
